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Lauren Fifield, Senior Health Policy Advisor for PracticeFusion and vice chair 

of the Public Policy Workgroup, will complete the second year of their two 

year terms during the coming year. 

 

Mark Segal, PhD, Vice President, Government and Industry Affairs, GE 

Healthcare IT, vice chair emeritus of the Association, and current chair of the 

Public Policy Leadership Workgroup, has been reelected to a two year term 

on the Executive Committee as well.
